Since 2018, the GoH, through FAES and with the Bank’s support, has deployed five successive social protection initiatives, of which the last two also support the provision of essential healthcare services; this major increase in resources allocated to social protection and health reflects the increased response to the worsening fragility. In fact, IDB funding on social protection and health, executed by FAES, represented 1/3 of the IDB disbursements in Haiti both in 2021 and 2023, and reached 47% in 2023 (see OEL#1). In 2023 FAES received the IDB Superheroes of Development Award, for its capacity to implement effectively.[footnoteRef:1] Specifically: (a) under “Temporary Social Safety Net and Skills for Youth - 4657/GR-HA”[footnoteRef:2] approved in 2018, and in its final year of execution, as of March 30th 2024 FAES has provided: (i) temporary income to 67,000 youth aged 18‑35 through 321 Cash-for-Work (C4W) projects throughout Haiti that restore or build needed community assets prioritized by the communities, contributing to building their resilience to climate change;[footnoteRef:3] (ii) vocational training to 1,711 youth in the energy, water, and IT sectors,[footnoteRef:4] and (iii) incubation training and seed funding to 90 youth startups;[footnoteRef:5] (b) under “Safety Nets for Vulnerable People Affected by Coronavirus in Haiti - 5068/GR-HA”, approved in July 2020 and closed in December 2023, 98,000 children received school meals during academic year 2020-2021, 170,000 households (680,000 people) received 4 cycles of cash and food transfers of US$100 each, 35,000 households were added to SIMAST, and 54,000 workers of the textile sector received compensation during the closure factories due to COVID-19; (c) under “Expansion of Safety Nets for Vulnerable Populations Affected by the Socio-Economic Consequences of Coronavirus (5288/GR-HA)’’, approved in June 2021 and under execution,[footnoteRef:6] as of December 31st 2023, 128,000 children received school meals during academic year 2021-2022 and 44,000 during school year 2022-2023; 62,310 households (311,550 people) have received 4 cash transfers of US$100 each, 5,000 vulnerable women are receiving two cash transfers of US$ 100 each combined with complimentary health services,[footnoteRef:7] and 48,000 households are being added to SIMAST. Finally, under (d) “Program to Strengthen Safety Nets for Vulnerable Populations (5591/GR-HA), approved in November 2022 and whose implementation started in June 2023,[footnoteRef:8] 40,000 households (200,000 people) will receive four unconditional cash transfers (UCT) of US$100 each, 12,000 households (60,000 people) will receive transfers conditional to the temporary employment of one family member in 170 C4W projects to restore or build community assets that contribute to resilience to climate change, 92,000 households will be added to SIMAST and 22,000 vulnerable patients, mostly women, will receive two cash transfers of US$100 combined with essential healthcare services based on their needs and those of their family. [bookmark: _Ref142910516][bookmark: _Ref162561633][bookmark: _Ref143176201]Moreover, specific to the healthcare sector, under the COVID-19 Immediate Public Health Response operation,[footnoteRef:9] the GoH funded the construction and equipment of the new Emergency Service of La Paix University Hospital, in PAP, in partnership with the Pan-American Health Organization (PAHO).[footnoteRef:10] This construction used a “SMART” design that is resilient to natural disasters).[footnoteRef:11] La Paix University Hospital has seen a rise in patient influx, serving as one of the few public healthcare facilities offering its services in times of crisis, when others were not accessible because of fuel shortages or conflicts involving gangs. Reports and data from the operations mentioned in ¶1.16, show positive impact, despite growing challenges to implement in the fragile context of Haiti. For example, the analysis carried out by WFP on the impact of UCT implemented by WFP under 5068/GR-HA and 5288/GR-HA operations, shows evidence of a consistent improvement in food security for households receiving cash transfers. The report highlights that between the baseline and the endline, the proportion of households with insufficient food consumption, i.e., a poor or borderline food consumption score, was reduced by -12%. There was also a larger reduction of -20.2% among households with a poor food consumption score, suggesting a potentially more significant impact of the assistance on more vulnerable households. The results of the analysis suggest the positive impact of UCT in reducing household vulnerability to food insecurity, as well as a significant reduction in households adopting crisis or emergency consumption strategies due to a lack of food (-17% compared to the baseline). Also noteworthy is the -16% reduction in the percentage of children not attending school among students from households receiving cash, and the empowerment of women in household decisions about the use of aid. Transfers made to female-headed households have also resulted in a bigger improvement in nutrition scores, as shown by impact evidence of transfer interventions from WFP (see OEL#2), AVSI (see OEL#3), and GHESKIO (see OEL#4). Encouraging results were also identified in the vulnerable areas of Cité Soleil and Martissant, in PAP, where thanks to the transfers implemented by the NGO AVSI under project 5068/GR-HA increase of at least 50% in beneficiaries with an adequate food consumption score. A positive impact has also been noted under project 5288/GR-HA, where after four distribution cycles, the percentage of beneficiaries with an adequate food consumption score increased from 5% to 69%.
