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Business Incubation Program

Aspiring youth entrepreneurs can be from anywhere in Haiti, under the condition that they can relocate to one of the two hubs so to attend the program on a full-time basis. The training duration of each cohort will vary based on the specificity of each training program but will be of 3-6 months and will consist of in-class training, accompanied by support from mentors and experts, providing also a broad variety of services to the selected startups (e.g. accounting, marketing, legal services, among others).
Specific to youth inclusion, the program will continue supporting HST, the PAP-based top quality startup incubation program led by CASELI Foundation (see OEL#6). Furthermore, the program will co-fund with the IDB Lab[footnoteRef:1] the setting up of a second youth entrepreneurship hub in the 2nd biggest city of Haiti, Cap-Haïtien (CAP), with CEDEL (see OEL#7) and will fund at least four “safe spaces” in fragile neighborhoods of MPAP, offering a broad variety of sport (e.g. in collaboration with Real Madrid Foundation), creative, recreational, and training activities for youth.
