2. Yialongvang, Houaypamom Village front line, proposed the main door of the kitchen must be
in front of the east direction. Arranging houses should not be closed. The wooden structure of
the house should be good quality for the safety.

- 3. Mr Khamsay, Head of Sopphuane village, there were many villagers and much opinion. Some
liked the structure, the other ones liked the building. We had to discuss the appropriate house
styles to make an agreement.

4. Mr Khamlarher: At present, he would like to know where, was there only Houaysoup?
5. Mr Veuvang, Houaypamom proposed people would have two parts. Ones going by' themselves (Out of plan), the other ones follow the project plan (ln the plan). For being out of

plan, proposed to live at the triangle, possible?
Main answers:

. Mr Phonexay answered today was only showing house style. The place where would be built
we hadn't known yet. The significant thing the villagers should think about the house styles.

Outcomes of the meeting:

Giving thanks to the villagers for welcoming to the village. About Vinh hill (Phou Vinh) and triangle

hill (Phou Sam liem) was an old village zone, our committees used to talk, so we would take the

above proposal for consideration. The chairman requested all people to be united, if there were any

issues, report to the district office.

o Ms. Silor, Women Union, Sopyouak, her favorite restroom was in the house,
Compensation prefers

Main answers:

. The NNPI lnfrastructure team answered this drawing, which might be flat, looked as if it
was high, however, when constructors did actually or real style would not be high. The villagers
could see together whilst making each house.

o The NNP1 team answered, regarding safety, the project would transfer into the bank
account ofthe PAPs.

Outcomes of the meetinq:

The aim of participating the project meeting involved three purposes: 1. Report the progress of
the project 2. Presented the house models selected at Hatsaykham. 3. To make inquiries with
the authority and the villagers the ideas of house styles, which their favorite house styles were.

RMU answered if any family members get married, the NNPI would not build more after

complete building due to the project's arrangement. lf making a new house, the owner had to

make income and build by themselves.

I felt very happy to visit our village and as we know, the aim of participating the project meeting

involved three purposes: 1. Report the progress of the project 2. Presented the house models

selected at Hatsaykham. 3. To make inquiries with the authority and the villagers the ideas of

house styles, which their favorite house styles were.

The

significant issue required the villagers to be united, not to be identified. All people protect the
country in peace.

         After that, Vice Xaysomboun Province Governor, vice President of Xaysomboun PRLRC was checked 

the list of each household, it seemed that there were 2 households who had not the name in the list, 

and they proposed the technicians to add their name in the list. 

      And then the meeting provided the opportunity to the representative of the villagers to propose the 

main issues as follows: 

1) The compensation unit rate of NNP1 PC issued No. 1003/PG. XSB, dated August 21st 2015, it 

seemed that it is ǀery loǁ, it ĐaŶ’t use the ĐompeŶsatioŶ moŶey to ďuy Ŷeǁ laŶd for the Ŷeǁ 
resettlement. 

2) Can PAPs choose self-resettlement or not. 

3) Do not transfer the compensation money through the bank 

 



Eventually, the vice Province Governor had explained again and showed advantages and dis-advantages 

of some examples of other projects to help the decision of the villagers. Besides this, the president of 

Province and District LNFC and Mr. Biayeulor, Hom ex-retired staff, they explained on the government 

policy of the hydropower development in Lao PDR. The last time, there were 3 proposals as below: 

1) The compensation unit rate of NNP1 PC issued No.1003/PG.XSB, dated August 21st ϮϬϭ5, it ĐaŶ’t be 

changeable. 

2) The self- resettler should have the documents certified by village, district and Province authorities 

where the self-resettler will settle down to submit the concerned sectors and project properly. 

3) The compensation money is crucial to transfer through the bank for safety and the other hand, it 

should conduct in accordance with the CA 

 

            The meeting was closed 11:30 AM in the same day .Therefore, it made this minutes as evidence 

and all together signed as evidence.

The meeting started at 21:20 Pm, we have informed a proposed to meeting that we came here 

to clarify your proposal regarding the asset registration participation and we asked villagers 

explained their letters, what is real need from letter content, because we do not understood that 

why you request to register but still have condition, because in last week the district governor 

had disseminated a mandate of XSB province regarding the deadline and process of future asset 

registration. The villagers explained that “they had called to vice governor provincial of XSB 

province regarding request to participate on asset registration with compensation condition 

according to decree#261, the vice governor has agreed to proceed, if you do not believe please 

call direct to him. So, our 22 households decided to submitted a letter to register our assets, 

because vice governor has accepted us”. 

 

I have response that, we are believe in all of you and we really appreciated you call to vice 

governor to clarify on your interesting. On behalf of project’s role we are respecting and following 

any formal documents from the GoLs to implement of project such as mandate#694, #695 and 

decree # 1003. As you may know I had mention in earlier that the mandated# 694 and 694 just 

disseminated in last week ago, there is clear content the asset registration without the condition, 

if you are willing to participate and same condition with other people who has already finished 



 

 

 

 

    

 

 

 

 

please confirm and join.

Suddenly, 

villagers requested break and out time for their internal discussion and spend time about 30 

minutes.  

 

And then they come back to meeting again, some of them still insist prefer of decree#261, some 

of them will request a formal letter from vice governor and some of them refused to participated 

if not accept and compensate in accordance with decree#261 and some of them still awaiting 

until deadline of mandate#694 by 10 July 2016. 

 

However, we are appreciated to all of them for confirm their preferring, but we would like to 

know who are willing to participate on the asset registration without condition for keep your data 

and protect your future right and then we called name of individual person, who wiling please 

confirm for record and future process. There is 7 households confirm to join without condition 

and the rest are waiting with several reasons. 

 

The meeting closed at 23:10 pm. 

Next step, today team has continue discussed with 7 individual households to inform their asset 

number to our staff and make plan for conduct the asset registration, tonight team going to 

discuss and make plan with village committee for start asset registration by tomorrow.
